Minutes

A motion to approve the minutes of the March 24, 2015 Council meeting was made by Mr. Layton, seconded by Mr. Merkle followed by a unanimous roll call vote of Council.

Solicitor’s Report

Tax appeals are scheduled for next week. The tax appeals for the golf course and Hillcrest are scheduled for trial on July 15, 2015. The closing for the Green Acres/Alloway Road property is progressing and should be closing soon.

Finance

The Statement of Cash Position was presented.

Mr. Hackett presented Council a memo regarding the meeting with the bank regarding accepting credit cards.

RESOLUTION 2015-27 BUDGET ADOPTION

The public hearing for the budget was opened on a motion by Mr. Hiles, seconded by Mr. Hall, followed by a unanimous roll call vote of Council.

With there being no comment from the public, the public hearing was closed on a motion by Mr. Hiles, seconded by Mr. Hall.

A motion to adopt Resolution 2015-27 was made by Mr. Hiles, seconded by Mr. Hall, followed by a unanimous roll call vote of Council (Absent: Ms. Tierno)

Public Safety

The American Legion Ambulance Association requested the Borough to purchase a power stretcher in lieu of a cash donation. The equipment cost is $13,563.00. A motion to approve the purchase of a power stretcher in the amount of $13,563.00 to be paid out of the budget for emergency equipment was made by Mr. Segrest, seconded by Mr. Hall, followed by a unanimous roll call vote of Council. (Absent: Ms. Tierno)

A motion to approve change of Chase Nelson from a junior member to regular member of the Reliance Fire Company was made by Mr. Segrest, seconded by Mr. Layton, followed by a unanimous roll call vote of Council with the exception of Mr. Hiles who abstained. (Absent: Ms. Tierno)

The Reliance Fire Company will have a coin drop on May 30, 2015 (rain date May 31) and August 22, 2015 (rain date August 23).

The Police Report was presented.


Utilities

A motion to approve Friends Village converting 15 units into 8 units and keeping the existing EDUs was made by Mr. Layton, seconded by Mr. Hall, followed by a unanimous roll call vote of Council. (Absent: Ms. Tierno)

Hydrant flushing will be conducted this week.

The sewer lateral at 39 E. Millbrooke is to be replaced from the main to the right of way. Pierson did the repairs.
