Public Portion

The Officer of the Year award was presented to James Lapalomento.

Mr. Grenier expressed his thanks to the Mayor and Public Works for their help with planting the Arbor Day trees.

Minutes

A motion to approve the minutes of the April 14, 2015 Council meeting was made by Mr. Hall, seconded by Mr. Layton followed by a unanimous roll call vote of Council.

Solicitor’s Report

The tax appeals went well. The property on Alloway Road need cleaning up. After the cleanup is done, settlement can proceed.

Mayor’s Legislative Update

[bookmark: _GoBack]A bill has been signed that requires all police vehicles to have dash board cameras for vehicles purchased after March 1.

A $25 surcharge for DWI tickets to help fund the dash cam program.

The Mayor also discussed various matters including pension reform, COAH, and record keeping and USDA grants.

Finance

Southern Coastal HIF is separating from HIF. Allen Associates recommends staying in the Salem County HIF. Mr. Hiles will invite a representative of Allen Associates to attend a meeting to discuss the change.

Mr. Busa is in the process of preparing a report regarding the tax appeals.

Mr. Hackett requested that checks be signed tonight. The payroll agency requested signature stamps.

Public Safety

The specs for the fire truck have been completed. Chief Bowling will attend a council meeting at both Pilesgrove and Woodstown to inform Council of the cost.

Mr. Segrest has obtained a quote for turnout gear.

The drain pipe at the wishing well at Reliance Fire Company needs work.


Utilities

A motion to approve the Mayor signing a water main extension application for Pierson Properties was made by Mr. Layton, seconded by Ms. Tierno, followed by a unanimous roll call vote of Council.

The sewer plant renovation is progressing.

Mr. Mitchell and Mr. Simons will speak with Mr. Hackett regarding financing for the water main on Dickenson and Maple Court and report back at the next meeting.


Streets and Roads

The Borough will receive a municipal aid grant for Maple Court in the amount of $153,000.00.

Plans are complete for Alloway Road. Copies need to be sent to the County and bid dates will have to be determined.

General Government

A bid quote for engineering services for renovations to Borough Hall has been received.

The content of the packet from MEL was discussed.


Health, Recreation & Open Space

A motion to hire Emily Grenier to do the biannual dog census at a rate of $1,500.00, plus an additional $500.00 if completed in one month was made by Mr. Merkle, seconded by Mr. Segrest.

After discussion, the motion was withdrawn on a motion by Mr. Merkle, seconded by Mr. Segrest, followed by a unanimous roll call vote of Council.

The open space inventory map is complete.

Three commercial properties requested trash and recycle cans. Mr. Segrest recommended the Solicitor review the ordinance before a decision is made and giving them half of the cans requested to see how it works out.


Pay Bills

A motion to pay the bills was made by Mr. Layton, seconded by Mr. Hall, followed by a unanimous roll call vote of Council.

A motion to enter into closed session under potential litigation was made by Mr. Layton, seconded by Mr. Hall.

A motion to return to open session was made by Mr. Layton, seconded by Mr. Hall.

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 8:45 PM.
