Data backups will now go to the Cloud and the
battery backup will be updated.

During the paving work on North Main Street, a sinkhole has emerged at the intersection of Auburn Road. Water
is bubbling up through the street. The cause is unknown, but it is suspected that it is coming from somewhere
under Auburn Road. The State wants this repaired before they proceed any further. Public Works will investigate
and repair this problem.

The borough air conditioner is being charged tomorrow. The main roof of Borough Hall is complete. The
emergency stairwell is being manufactured.
