Public Portion
	There being no comment the public portion was closed.

The minutes of the July 19, 2016 meeting were approved on a motion by Mr. Robbins, seconded by Mr. Pokrzywa, with all in favor.

Engineer’s Report
	There has been no response to the June 21, 2016 Substantial Completion Form sent to Level-1.

There has been no response from Level-1 regarding the updated Maintenance Bond other than they have sent it to the bonding company for review.

A letter is needed from an authorized alarm facility that the alarm at the plant is operational.

The control panel for the plant influent was delivered to the contractor last week.

A request for proposals has been received back for the ground penetrating radar. They range in price from $750 to $1,100. The company with the $750 quote was deemed incomplete and non-responsive. The next lowest quote is $1,000. 

A motion to deny the quote of $750 from Master Locators for ground penetrating radar services and to approve the quote of $1,000 from Foresight Locators was made by Mr. Robbins, seconded by Mr. Layton, with all in favor.

The Maple Court project is on hold.

Mr. Quinnette stated that the air lift assemblies for the filtration tank are consumable and have to be replaced every year. The estimated cost of replacement is $15,000. The purchase of the air lift assemblies was tabled until next month.

A motion to authorize payment to Municipal Maintenance in the amount of $28,665.00 for Phase I of influent pump replacement was made by Mr. Robbins, seconded by Mr. Layton, followed by a unanimous roll call vote of the Authority.

Mr. Hackett sent a bill to Woodstown Road Associates regarding the overage in 2015.

The infiltration behind the Special Services School has been found. A video inspection was done and the line was jetted. A mark out has been called in. This problem will be repaired by the Sewerage Authority and the County will be billed for the work. 

Mr. Robbins will speak with the Salem County Health Department about receiving a grease trap report for the Vo-Tech. Mr. Robbins will notify the Sewerage Authority of the results when he receives the report.

Three quotes have been received for moving the electric to the Morton building. The lowest quote was received from Eric Krise in the amount of $7, 977.00

A motion to authorize the quote in the amount of $7,977.00 from Eric Krise to move the electrical panel to the Morton building was made by Mr. Robbins, seconded by Mr. Pokrzywa, followed by a unanimous roll call vote.

The oxygen censors in the fixed oxygen meters in the pump stations need to be changed. A quote for two meters has been received in the amount of $4,951.78. 

A motion to approve the quote in the amount of $4,951.78 for two oxygen meters was made by Mr. Nowicki, seconded by Mr. Robbins, followed by a unanimous roll call vote.
The new pump panel shut down last Saturday. Mr. Layton will call someone in to repair it.

A quote in the amount of $5,740.00 was received from Communale for a fire pump. Mr. Quinnette will look into getting more quotes for this project.
