Minutes:   The minutes from the January 7, 2015 regular meeting were approved on a motion by Mr. Godshall.  The motion was seconded by Mrs. Pfeffer, followed by a show of hands:  Yes:  Mr. Deitrich, Mr. Godshall, Mr. Hathaway, Mr. Merkle.  Abstain:  Mr. Colsch, Mrs. Hibbard, Mrs. Morgan.
New Business:

Vice-Chairman Nomination:  Mr. Dietrich nominated Mr. Keith Johnson as Board Vice-Chairman.  The nomination was seconded by Mr. Colsch.  Mr. Keith Johnson was appointed Board Vice-Chairman by a unanimous vote of the Board members.

225 Borton Drive (In-ground pool):  Mr. Hathaway opened the meeting to the public.  Mr. Kenneth Miller, 240 Bertha Avenue stepped forward.  He is a neighbor of 225 Borton Drive and claims that since the pool was installed over 2 years ago, that he and his neighbors have had serious flooding issues in their backyards every time it rains because of the way the pool was graded.  Mr. Miller had spoken with Mr. Joseph Willie, Borough Construction Officer who related that the Borough Ordinance on pools does not include anything about grading.  Mr. Miller stated that other municipalities have stricter laws regarding pool installation and that a grading plan must be reviewed and approved by the Township Engineer prior to installation.  He asked the Board if the Borough Ordinance could be changed to include this also.  Mr. Hathaway said that he will speak to the Board Engineer, Mr. Steven Bach.  Mr. Thompson stated that may fall under the Building section of the Borough Code book, and not the Land Development section.  The Board agreed to meet next month to continue discussion.
